Villa Karo (Purpose and function)

➢ Primarily job is to offer Finnish artists, researchers and other cultural and 

societal figures living in Finland an opportunity to do a residency in Africa.

➢ Founded in 2000 by writer Juha Vakkuri (1946-2019)

➢ Villa Karo is located in Grand-Popo, Benin. 

➢ Benin is a friendly country, where the strong local culture has lasted 

better than in many other countries. Grand-Popo is a calm fishing village, 

which guarantees the visitors a peaceful work life and inspiring milieu.

➢ In addition to the residency, Villa Karo is a Finnish-African cultural and 

research center, which provides free cultural services to the local 

inhabitants as well as work spaces to multidisciplinary artists and 

researchers.

➢ The activities of the cultural center include concerts, theatre and dance 

performances, movie screenings in the outdoor movie theatre, meeting 

and seminar spaces, a library and two museums as well as art, 

environment and language workshops.
